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Everything is coming up Rosés at South Coast Winery Resort & Spa in Temecula, Ca. 

South Coast Winery’s 2005 Cabernet Sauvignon Rosé  ($14) recently was judged the sweepstakes winner among more than 2,000 entries at the 25th annual Riverside International Wine Competition held in Riverside, CA.

The most recent honor is the latest in a series of medals and awards the winery has received for its Cabernet Rosé and new Merlot Rosé.

South Coast’s newly released 2005 Merlot Rosé ($14) received a best of class gold medal from the judges at the New World International Wine Competition held in Ontario, CA.  earlier this year. 

The winery’s 2005 Cabernet Rosé also received a gold medal.

“To get different sets of wine judges from separate competitions to agree on the same thing speaks to the versatile character and quality of these wines,” said South Coast winemaker Jon McPherson. “It’s nice to get feedback that shows we are doing things right.”

The two wines also medaled at the San Diego International Wine Competition, receiving Silver medals each. 

So far, in five competitions this year South Coast Winery has received 32 medals for its wines, including four golds, a Best of Class and a Sweepstakes award.   

McPherson said rosé wines appeal to both experienced and novice wine lovers. 

The 2005 Merlot Rosé is a light, mildly sweet, drinkable wine that goes well with nearly all food. With 4 percent residual sugar, it has become a favorite of those who prefer a less dry wine.

Overall, it has good body and is loaded with sweet-tart cranberry, strawberry and blueberry character.  A touch of sweetness lifts the character and rounds the

edges.  


The Cabernet Rosé carries sensational strawberry flavors and has a residual sugar of 2 percent. Those who enjoy a drier, more robust red will be surprised to discover they enjoy the varietal character of the Cabernet Rosé, McPherson said.
