The pair took Muscat to the next level by producing this port in a solera system made famous by Spain’s sherry producers.

This year, for the first time, the award winning winemakers at South Coast Winery Resort & Spa have made this uniquely special wine available to the public. 
 
A limited number of 500 ml bottles of “Sweet Maggie, Antique Muscat” are now available for sale at South Coast Winery. Numbered and signed by Flores, McPherson and Maggie Carter – South Coast co-owner and the wine’s namesake – “Sweet Maggie” is priced at $48. 

“With the holiday season approaching, we thought it’s a good time to release this special wine,” said McPherson. “It has been a labor of love over the past decade for me and Javier and we hope people will enjoy it as much as we have.”

In a solera system, older mature wines are blended with younger wines.  This creates and establishes consistency.  The new wine immediately takes on characteristics of the older wine and continues to age further in the barrels. This method brings depth and complexity to a young wine. The result: a wine that is intensely rich and fruity, with hints of caramel and nuts; aged, yet enthusiastically youthful. 


With hints of orange peel and honeysuckle aromas, McPherson said “Sweet Maggie” is the perfect holiday dessert wine. Not only does it pair well with pumpkin pie but it works just as well with a dish of vanilla ice cream topped with an apricot compote and served with a biscotti cookie. 

 “Sweet Maggie’s” label is reminiscent of vintage fruit crate labels. “It is lively and definitely fun, right down to its purple wax dipped top,” said McPherson.
